Carolina Farm Credit Announces Results of Director Elections

Statesville, NC – On September 20, Carolina Farm Credit completed the 2011 director election by mail after receiving 533 ballots. Matthews has been a member of the Carolina Farm Credit board for 6 years. He also serves on the Yadkin County Farm Bureau board, is supervisor of the Yadkin County Soil and Water Conservation District, and is a member of the Yadkin County Fire and Rescue, Yadkin County Chamber of Commerce, and Forbush Friends Meeting. 
Thomas E. Porter, Jr., 57, of Concord, NC is president of Porter Family Farms, Inc. – a swine, poultry, and beef cattle operation. Porter has been a member of the Carolina Farm Credit board for 9 years and served as chairman from 2009 – 2011. He also serves as chairman of the NC Cooperative Extension Advisory Board, president of the Cabarrus County Farm Bureau, is a member of the Cabarrus County Planning & Zoning board, the North Carolina Poultry Federation board, and the Voluntary Ag District board. Porter is also a member of the Cabarrus County Agribusiness Committee and a member of Hickory Grove Presbyterian Church. 
Clark M. Newlin, 64, of Haw River, NC is president of Newlin Dairy Farm, Inc. His operation consists of beef, grain, and hay. Newlin holds a Bachelor of Arts degree from Elon College in Business Administration. He has been a member of the Carolina Farm Credit board for nine years and is a member of the Alamance County Cattlemen’s Association and the North Carolina Farm Bureau. Newlin is a deacon, elder, Sunday school superintendent and teacher at Graham Presbyterian Church.

Knox, III, Rowan County; alternate is William F. Howard, Forsyth County; Milton E. Baucom, Union County; alternate is Angela T. Herbin, Guilford County; Sam I. Kiser, Alamance County; alternate is Christine S. McPherson, Chatham County. 
On October 26th, the board will hold an organizational meeting to appoint committee members and elect the chairman and vice-chairman. Carolina Farm Credit is a stockholder-owned cooperative providing short, intermediate, and long-term financing to full and part-time farmers and agricultural-related businesses and also provides financing for the construction and purchase of homes in 54 counties through 36 service centers.  Other financial services available are credit life insurance, crop insurance, appraisal services, leasing programs and financial planning.
